Mental Health Awareness Initiative


FY24 Application Deadline and Granting Process
Through the CDC Cooperative, The Carroll County Health Department is able to provide funds to Carroll County local schools to initiate projects that support the Children’s Mental Health Matters! Annual awareness campaign. Projects to be funded can require up to $4,000 (for a total of 10 awards). 

Projects should focus on:
· Increasing public acceptance of children’s mental health as an important component of child well-being (ie. mental health is not simply the absence of mental illness).

· Opening up conversations about mental health and substance use to reduce stigma.
· Strengthening access for children and their families to the resources necessary to prevent and support mental health challenges.
· Promoting inclusive (developmentally, culturally and linguistically appropriate), youth driven activities.
· Infusing concepts of resiliency and recovery.

Project examples can include but are not limited to school-wide poster challenges, guest speakers/assembly, development of a public service announcement. 

Please note: Funds may not be used to solely purchase giveaways.  Incentives that support the activity can be included in the proposal.

Application deadline: April 30th, 2024 
Notification:   Within 10 working days of the application deadline, applicants will be notified of award decisions and specific conditions, if any, that need to be met.

Contracting:   Once an agreement of understanding has been signed by the health department and the grantee, the grantee is authorized to begin the project.  The anticipated term of the contract resulting from this announcement is from the date of the award through the end of the school year.  Projects must be complete by the last day of school for students.
Grant Requirements:   The project goals and objectives must fit one of the categories listed above.   You must maintain and submit financial records and activity reports.

Written Proposal:
Should be no longer than 2 pages in length (not including cover sheet and budget pages)
Organizational Background: This is the “Who” of your proposal. 

· Brief statement on why you or your organization are qualified (ie. Must be a school in Carroll County, MD). 

· Can include brief history, accomplishments, qualifications, any experience in types of projects for which you seek funds, etc.   

Need:   This is the “Why” of your proposal. 

· Why do you feel this project is needed in Carroll County?  Is there any data that support this?

· Describe the community you are attempting to impact.  Include the catchment area, size of population, age and any other pertinent information such as poverty, education levels and employment levels.  

Description of Project: This is the “What” or “What you will do” of your proposal.
Start with your Goals and Objectives.

· Goals:  Should be simple, general, and relevant to the population served:
--Example: “To increase public acceptance of children’s mental health as an important component of child well-being”. 
--It’s ok to have only one goal.
--Follow Goals with several measurable objectives (“SMART” objectives- Specific, Measurable, Achievable, Relevant, Time-Bound) which are directly related to achieving the goal.  (See Goals and Objectives Handout and Worksheet for Writing Objectives).

· Objectives: Should be clear, timed, and measurable. 

Example: “On May 9th, 2024, the students of Starfish High School, will have the opportunity to attend a school assembly led by the Octopus Company on Balancing Competing Priorities and Resiliency.”
Implementation: How you will achieve those objectives.
